It has not yet been offered 
because of a lack of qualiÞed applicants.

2. Chinese Undergraduate Major. Revised the existing undergraduate major to increase language-related 
requirements for non-heritage students and to reduce enrollment of high-level non-majors in upper 
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division language courses, a drain on resources that are needed for our growing numbers of majors. 
Most recently, course CHIN207 (see below) has been made mandatory for all students who cannot 
place out of it. The Program also hopes eventually to make Classical Chinese a requirement of the 
major, but at present stafÞng limitations make that impossible.

3. Maryland M. Cert. (Teacher Certification) in Chinese. Discussions are now underway between the School 
of Languages, the College of Education, and the Maryland State Department of Education. My part 
of the paperwork was completed in March, 2007. When complete, we will have created the StateÕs 
requirements for certiÞcation of K-12 Chinese language teachers, along with the UniversityÕs program 
for meeting those requirements.

4. M.A. Program in Chinese Second Language Acquisition and Application. Intended to lead to a 2-year 
M.A. in Chinese language acquisition. Pending. 

5. ÒStrengthen Your ChineseÓ Workshop. Summer, 2003. Ordinarily, few students each year are interested 
in studying Chinese in Maryland during the summer and fewer still can master a whole academic 
yearÕs worth of any one level of Chinese compressed into a summer. I have tried several times to Þnd a 
viable solution but it now seems best just to send students overseas or to domestic immersion programs 
during the summers. But during the SARS epidemic there were many non-heritage students who had 
planned to study in China and suddenly found themselves stuck at home. This program allowed them 
to advanced their spoken (only) Chinese at Maryland. 

3b-ii. Courses developed and also taught by me

1. CHIN207 Linguistic Resources for Students of Chinese. Training in the use of Chinese dictionaries, 
introduction to the relationship between traditional and simpliÞed Chinese characters, overview of the 
main regional variations of Mandarin, review of elementary grammar. Goal: to teach the intermediate 
student tools and strategies to make him/her a better independent learner.

2. CHIN316 Traditional Chinese Values. A reading course in Classical Chinese thought and literature, in 
English translation. Discussion will concentrate on what these writings reßect about traditional Chinese 
ideas on morality and personal values. Goal: to create a Ògreat booksÓ course on traditional (mainly 
Warring States and Hˆn China, comparable to the Western ÒContemporary CivilizationÓ course I took at 
Columbia as an undergraduate.

3. CHIN321 Classical Chinese I. Introductory classical Chinese using literature and historical sources in the 
original language. Goal: together with CHIN322, to make basic Classical Chinese accessible to non-
heritage undergraduates. 

4. CHIN322 Classical Chinese II. Further classical studies by various writers from famous ancient 
philosophers to prominent scholars before the New Culture movement.

5. CHIN423 Chinese Historical Phonology. This course introduces the system of medieval Chinese sounds, 
and applies it to several concrete subjects: the organization of modern Mandarin, the rhyming of 
traditional poetry, and the organization of phonetic compound characters. This course satisÞes the 
linguistics requirement for the Chinese major. It is taught in English. Students are expected to be in at 
least Third Year Chinese, or to have substantial knowledge of the Chinese characters in some other 
East Asian tradition.

6. CHIN424 Linguistics of the Chinese Writing System. Cultural history of the development of the Chinese 
writing system. This course satisÞes the linguistics requirement for the Chinese major. It is taught in 
English. Students are expected to be in at least Third Year Chinese, or to have substantial knowledge of 
the Chinese characters in some other East Asian tradition.

3b-iii. Pre-existing courses taught by me with original syllabuses

1. CHIN103 Elementary Written Chinese. Continued study of grammatical patterns and buildup of 
vocabulary with particular emphasis on reading and writing. 

2. CHIN202 Intermediate Written Chinese I. Reading and writing skills with emphasis on grammar and 
Chinese characters. 

3. CHIN213 Chinese Poetry into English: An Introduction. Issues in the intercultural and interlingual 
interpretation of foreign literature through the study of Western translations of and scholarship on 
selected Chinese poets. No knowledge of Chinese required. Goal: first exposure to Chinese poetry for 
non-speakers.

4. CHIN422 Advanced Chinese Grammar. Chinese sentence patterns studied contrasted with English and in 
terms of current pedagogical as well as linguistic theories.

1. CHIN111/2/3 Elementary Chinese. Goal: An attempt to introduce an intensive spoken Chinese curriculum 
for summer session, using romanization but no Chinese characters. 

Introduction to techniques, history, and culture of Chinese 
calligraphy. Extensive hands-on practice. Goal: to create an additional ÒCORE-DiversityÓ class to attract 
undergraduates to Chinese civilization coursework.

3. CHIN319A/B/C Practicum in Chinese Calligraphy. Hands on practice of Chinese calligraphy. This course 
is designed to extend the knowledge of students who have already completed CHIN220. Goal: This 
one-credit practicum, building on material introduced in CHIN220, enables students wishing to use 
Chinese calligraphy training for the Chinese major. Students taking three terms of this course will be 
given 3 credits toward the Chinese majorÕs upper-level elective requirement.

4. CHIN388A. ÒThe Romance of Three Kingdoms.Ó The popular 17th century Chinese novel. Goal: to create 
an additional ÒCORE-DiversityÓ class on traditional Chinese lore and values. Offered once in Spring, 
2004; suitable faculty have not been available to teach it since then.

5. CHIN418 Special Topics in Contemporary Chinese Fiction and Film. Goal: This is a shell course created to 
allow high-level heritage learners to take a variety of course content without obliging our program to open 
many different high-level classes. Topics have included ÒSex and the City: Literary and Filmic 
Representations of WomenÓ and others, but the speciÞc content was not written by me. Several more 
courses in this series are now pending.

6. CHIN601 The Language of Contemporary Chinese Written Media. Non-Þction Chinese writing, with 
emphasis on contextually and culturally appropriate interpretation of lexicon, style, and idiom in 
various genres. Students analyze current non-Þction materials from Chinese-language newspapers, 
magazines, and other written media; deliver accurate but concise oral summaries; take part in 
discussion and debate at a high linguistic and intellectual level. Conducted entirely in Chinese, 
intended for non-native speakers of the language pursuing professional levels of competence. Goal: this 
course and 602/3/4 were developed to be part of graduate programs: the Graduate Certificate in Chinese 
Language, Maryland Teacher Certification in Chinese, and the M.A. Program in Chinese Second Language 
Acquisition and Application. 

7. CHIN602 The Language of Contemporary Chinese Audio Media. Oral Chinese non-Þction in the high 
diglossic register, with emphasis on contextually and culturally appropriate interpretation of lexicon, 
style, and idiom. Students analyze current materials from Chinese-language newspapers, magazines, 
and other audio media; deliver accurate but concise oral summaries; take part in discussion and debate 
at a high linguistic and intellectual level. Conducted entirely in Chinese, intended for non-native 
speakers of the language pursuing professional levels of competence.

8. CHIN603 The Language of Contemporary Chinese Written Fiction. Chinese Þction writing, with emphasis 
on contextually and culturally appropriate interpretation of lexicon, style, and idiom in various genres. 
Students analyze current materials from Chinese-language Þction and other writing, deliver accurate 
but concise oral summaries; take part in discussion and debate at a high linguistic and intellectual level. 
Conducted entirely in Chinese; intended for non-native speakers of the language pursuing professional 
levels of competence.

9. CHIN604 The Language of Contemporary Chinese Audio Fiction. Oral Chinese Þction in the high 
diglossic register, with emphasis on contextually and culturally appropriate interpretation of lexicon, 
style, and idiom. Students analyze current materials from Mandarin-language radio drama, Þlm, and 
other aural or audio-visual material; deliver accurate but concise oral summaries; take part in 
discussion and debate at a high linguistic and intellectual level. Conducted entirely in Chinese, 
intended for non-native speakers of the language pursuing professional levels of competence.

10. CHIN622 Chinese Grammar for Teachers and Advanced Learners. Graduate survey of Mandarin 
grammar, its history, and issues involved in its teaching and study. Grammar of Mandarin and literary 
Chinese, diglossic styles in spoken Chinese, practice and teaching of translation balancing Þdelity with 
idiom. Advanced knowledge of English and Chinese required. Goal: this course and CHIN623/624 were 
developed to be part of graduate programs: the Graduate Certificate in Chinese Language, Maryland 
Teacher Certification in Chinese, and the M.A. Program in Chinese Second Language Acquisition and 
Application. 

11. CHIN623 Introduction to the History of Chinese Phonology. This course trains students in basic facility 
with Chinese Historical Phonology, the study of the sounds of Chinese over time. Grasp of this subject 
is crucial to an understanding of the entire history of the Chinese language, and to the ability to 
practice Chinese philology and to work with pre-modern literature. Students will learn the Medieval 
system intimately, understand how it relates to the Mandarin they know, and be able to Þnd characters 
in the Guǎngy•n without difÞculty. Advanced topics will include the nature and history of Mandarin and 
its relationship to older forms of Chinese, how the writing system relates to the sounds of the language, 
the role of language in the traditional Chinese conception of being ÒChineseÓ, and the application of 
phonology to prosody and early Chinese literature.
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12. CHIN624 The Linguistic Basis and Evolution of Chinese Orthography. Graduate-level foundation in the 
history and organization of writing in China. The historical development of the writing system. 
Advanced knowledge of English and Chinese required.

13. EALL310 Asian Culture and the Sinosphere. This course broadly explores the cultural, literary, linguistic, 
social and historical inßuence of China in East and Southeast Asia. Goal: to begin offering courses in 
the civilization of Asia that are legitimately within the intellectual purview of the Chinese Program. (Note: 
the EALL preÞx is used by my immediate Department Ñ Asian and East European Languages, 
Literatures, and Cultures Ñ for various Asia-wide courses. The present course is only the second one 
on the books, but we hope to develop more as resources become available. Course content supplied by 
Prof. Mark Alves.)

14. SLLC600 Articulatory Phonetics. The mechanical capabilities of the human vocal apparatus for 
producing speech sounds, and their terminology and transcription in the International Phonetic 
Alphabet. Emphasis is on the practical needs of the teacher and student of foreign language, rather 
than the theoretical linguist or the hearing-and-speech pathologist. The phonetics of major languages 
are also introduced, with attention drawn to the pedagogy of their phonetics.

15. Remedial First Year Chinese. This course was offered over Winterterm of 2002 and 2003, but ultimately 
never had enough students registered to make it viable. In addition, VPAC declined to approve 
ÒremedialÓ coursework for academic credit and the effort was eventually scrapped.
