

Guidelines for SLLC Graduate Students 
Travel Award Application 

The SLLC Travel Award is intended to defray expenses incurred by SLLC graduate students who are travelling to scholarly or professional conferences to present papers or conduct workshops. (Note: Conference attendance or nominal chairing of a panel will not be funded.) The following guidelines have been established in order to accommodate as many SLLC graduate students as possible and to allow applications to be processed in a timely manner. The SLLC Travel Awards Committee, comprised of five faculty members, will evaluate the proposals received in accordance with the guidelines listed below.

Note: Graduate students holding full time positions at other institutions are not eligible for funding.

Award Deadlines
Fall: Last day of September, for conferences covering the period of previous mid-August through mid-February. 
Spring: Last day of February, for conferences occurring during the period of mid-February through mid-August.

Number of Awards
SLLC will consider applications for only one conference per time frame, i.e. graduate students are eligible for a maximum of two SLLC travel awards per year. SLLC Travel Awards are contingent on funding from the outside (for ex. Jacob K. Goldhaber Travel Grant, dept. funding, etc.).

Costs Covered
The SLLC Travel Award will cover no more than a pre-set dollar amount for transportation and/or lodging. Note: Travel Awards can be made for train or bus fare if there is no air fare.

1. Air fare:
1. $400	USA/Canada/Mexico
1. $700	Europe (EU only)
1. $900 	other

1. Lodging: $75 maximum per night for duration of conference

1. ____Official notification of acceptance - In order to be considered for a travel award, the proposal must be accompanied by a copy of the official notification of acceptance.
1. ____Promise of matching funds.
1. ____Proposal in English – Please keep to the following format:
3. Name, location and date of conference
3. Title and brief abstract of presentation for listing on SLLC website
3. Statement (350 words) describing your project, its significance and how it fits within your research agenda.
